Variance #23-01 – Residential Reconstruction – 373 C Street, Patterson,

APN # 131-016-017
Consideration of a Variance to allow the reconstruction of a single-family dwelling within the Downtown Residential zone at 373 C Street. The original structure suffered complete loss after a fire. The applicant is seeking approval of the new dwelling with minor variances to the development standards. Due to the small size of the parcel, the proposed dwelling will be built with no setback from the front property line. Existing dwellings within the area also have zero-setbacks from the front property line. This project is categorically exempt from review under the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) according to subsection 15301.

Conditions of Approval
1) That the improvements/construction shall comply with construction codes as adopted and enforced by the City of Patterson.

2) That the applicant shall comply with all City ordinances, statutes, regulations, and procedures.

3) That approval of this Variance does not relieve the applicant from the requirement of subsequent permits and approvals, including but not limited to the following as may be applicable:

a) Improvement Plans

b) Building Permit and Certificate of Occupancy

c) Fire Department review for permits and/or occupancy

4) All new construction shall meet the requirements of the current CA Fire Code as adopted and those amended and adopted by the City of Patterson as prescribed in Section 15.20.020 of the Patterson Municipal Code.

5) That if, at any time work within the City’s right-of-way is required, a City Encroachment Permit shall be secured, prior to building permit issuance, be submitted for review and approval to the City Engineer and the Public Works Department.

6) That all improvements shall be designed and constructed in accordance with the City of Patterson Improvement Standards and to the satisfaction of the City Engineer.

7) That the applicant shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the City of Patterson, its agents, officers, and employees from any and all claims, actions, or proceedings against the City of Patterson, its agents, officers and employees to attack, set aside, void, or annul, any approval by the City of Patterson and its advisory agency, appeal board, or legislative body concerning the project, which action is brought within the time period provided for by the Government Code of the State of California.  The City of Patterson shall promptly notify the applicant of any claim, action or proceeding and shall cooperate fully in the defense.  If the City fails to do so, the applicant shall not thereafter be responsible to defend, indemnify or hold the City harmless.
