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Step 1

ATTACH SILL STRIP WITH TOP EDGE LEVEL
WITH ROUGH SILL; EXTEND BEYOND EDGE
OF ROUGH OPENING AT LEAST 8°. SECURE
ALL BUILDING PAPER OR SIMILAR
APPROVED FLASHING MATERIAL WITH
GALVANIZED NAILS OR POWER DRIVEN
STAPLES.
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Step 2

ATTACH JAMB STRIPS WITH SIDE EDGE
EVEN WITH ROUGH-JAMB FRAMING.
START STRIP 1" BELOW LOWER EDGE OF
SILL STRIP AND EXTEND 4" ABOVE
LOWER EDGE OF LINTEL.
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Step 3

INSTALL WINDOW INTO ROUGH OPENING WITH
SILL AND JAMB FLANGES OVER PREVIOUSLY
INSTALLED FLASHING. ATTACH HEAD
FLASHING OVER THE WINDOW FLANGE.
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Step 4

COMMENCING AT THE BOTTOM (SOLE PLATE) OF THE
WALL, LAY BUILDING PAPER UNDER SILL STRIP. CUT ANY
EXCESS BUILDING PAPER THAT MAY EXTEND ABOVE THE
SILL FLANGE LINE ON EACH SIDE OF OPENING (SHOWN AS
DASHED LINE). DO NOT CUT BUILDING PAPER
HORIZONTALLY SO THE PAPER WILL LAP OVER THE JAMB
STRIPS. INSTALL SUCCESSIVE LINES OF BUILDING PAPER
(B,C,D ETC) OVER JAMB AND HEAD FLANGES, LAPPING
EACH COURSE.
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
