Transportation Infrastructure Master Plan

The City of Patterson has undertaken preparation of a series of Master Plans addressing infrastructure and public service needs.  One of these Master Plans, for Transportation Infrastructure, has been completed by City consultants, and will be presented to the Planning Commission for review and recommendation to the City Council for adoption.  The Transportation Infrastructure Master Plan addresses Water Master Plan addresses needs based on long-term plans for City development under its adopted General Plan, including plans for street intersection improvements, street widths, and bicycle and pedestrian infrastructure through community buildout.  As part of this action, the City has also prepared an Addendum to the 2010 General Plan Environmental Impact Report pursuant to the provisions of CEQA.

· Use roundabouts rather than traffic signals where possible. Roundabouts should be the preferred solution over traffic signals.

· The Commission desires that the City be more proactive with the County of Stanislaus with respect to the Southwest Corridor design features and the Corridor actually coming to fruition.

· The Commission wants to make sure the South County Corridor includes a new or replacement bridge.

· The Commission desires to see an alignment of the South County Corridor that flows well.  The alignment can be curvilinear if necessary but without tight turns and minimal stop signs and signal lights.

· The South County Corridor design needs to include a grade separation at Zacharias Road and State Route 33 and the railroad tracks. 

· The Planning Commission desires that a future hospital site be identified in the Transportation Master Plan and that the Master Plan should be designed around that property/site in order to insure easy access.
