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The Mayor’s Weekly Report provides our citizens with an update on progress made towards the achievement of the Mayor’s Office Community Goals for 2023-2024 and beyond. It also gives insight into the public events the Mayor’s Office and City Council members attended during the previous week.
Reporting period:
Monday, May 1st, 2023 to Sunday, May 14th, 2023

Public Safety
5/1 - Meeting with Chief of Police on bicycle patrol - Chief of Police Clayton and I discussed the deployment of a bicycle patrol in the area of the Walmart, Savemart, CVS and Walgreens Parking Lots Mon-Fri from 1700 to 2100 hours to help reduce the incidence of petty theft and other nuisance crimes in the area.
5/3 - Attended Peace Officer Memorial in Hughson. The Peace Officer Memorial is held once a year to remember those peace officers who made the ultimate sacrifice to keep our communities safe. 
5/4 and 5/11 – The Stanislaus County CARE Team continued its outreach efforts in Patterson and service to our homeless population. Multiple contacts were made in several locations in Patterson. 
5/6 – I was very honored to attend the Annual Patterson Fire and West Stanislaus Fire Protection District Awards Dinner. This outstanding event recognizes the great achievements of our firefighters and those who volunteer to protect us, risking their lives to protect our families out of their love for our community. 
5/10 – Councilmember Alves attended the Stanislaus Homeless Alliance meeting. Presentations were held on a variety of topics to increase homeless engagement.
5/11 – Councilmember Alves held a Neighborhood Safety Meeting. Her next steps with city staff will be to better connect people to create watch groups and resources.
5/11 – A Public Safety Advisory was released by Patterson Police Services in collaboration with the Patterson Joint Unified School District and the City of Patterson to remind our citizens and students to practice roadway safety by driving slowly and being alert around our schools and ensuring our students are not distracted by their cell phones and paying close attention to their surroundings while walking to and from school.
5/11 – I attended a meeting with our City Manager, Stanislaus County Behavioral Health and Recovery Services, Cambridge Academies, and Stanislaus County Supervisor Condit’s Office where we conducted a comprehensive overview of the history of our homeless outreach, our current collaborative efforts, and the future direction of cooperation between our stakeholders to provide services and enforcement in our community. 
5/13 – Patterson Fire Department, West Stanislaus Fire Protection District and Cal Fire teamed up for the Fill the Boot for Burns Event at Sperry and Ward. I was very proud to be part of this annual event to support Firefighter’s Burn Institute that helps provide programs for burn survivors and provides education and treatment for victims.
5/13 – Patterson Police Services begins bicycle patrol operations in the area of Walmart, Savemart, CVS and Walgreens. 
Education - Family
5/3 - May is mental health awareness month, breaking the stigma. Patterson Promotoras placed green bows at central park and all schools in town. I had the opportunity to join them as they placed the finishing touches on City Hall. Green bows are one method used to encourage people to ask questions and start conversations about mental health. Increasing knowledge and the importance of seeking help is crucial.
5/6 - Patterson Public Safety Day was an outstanding success, despite the wet weather. Children and families learned about CPR, how to stop bleeding, and even how to apply a tourniquet. We also had the opportunity to be fitted for a life vest and learn about May’s Bike Month Challenge.
5/8 – Department of Public Works visited Sacred Heart School as part of Public Works Week to show students how our works crews maintain our community infrastructure. This interactive event brings our crews and equipment to our children so they can see the equipment in person and ask questions of the people who get the job done every day! 
5/10 – I attended the Patterson Joint Unified School District FFA (Future Farmers of America) Awards and Installation Banquet. This annual event recognizes the achievements of the participating students over the course of the last year, thanks the members of the departing FFA Board for their service, swears in the coming year’s FFA Board of Student Directors and appoints the executive board positions. I was very impressed by all the student leaders and look forward to their continuing success in the coming year.
5/12 – Attended the United Patterson Year End Meeting at the Patterson Joint Unified School District. Superintendent Gauna highlighted the close relationship between our city and the district and how this relationship has benefited our children and families. I am looking forward to strengthening our collaboration in the year to come as I firmly believe the district and city should work as one for our community. The highlight of the event was a group of students who gave an amazing performance of Polynesian dance for those in attendance!
5/13 – Attended the Apricot Valley Elementary School Spring Festival. This outstanding event provided great food, games and activities for our community all going to a great cause – supporting Apricot Valley Elementary to provide an outstanding education for our children.
Business
5/3 - Had a meeting with Walmart Manager Brian Gomes. Topics discussed were: 1. Regular maintenance 2. Shopping Cart retention 3. Commitment to supply needed landscaping for CVS Parking Lot.
5/3 - Meeting with Mr. Cline of CVS. Commitment made to allow cleanup of landscaping. No follow-up from management to allow landscaping. A follow up meeting scheduled with the management team on the 18th.
5/4 - Cleanup of CVS parking lot started. All weeds are to be removed and regular maintenance will be scheduled. Huge thank you to Mr. Cline for making this happen.
5/5 – Councilmember Alves continued with ongoing discussions ensuring new downtown market location success. The inclusion of music was also discussed.
5/8 – I attended the Downtown Revitalization Committee meeting where discussion centered on how our downtown streets will be configured for possible future bike lanes, parking, and traffic flow. The committee had an opportunity to provide feedback to the consultation firm. The firm will take the feedback and provide an updated proposal for a future meeting.
5/11 – Meeting held with local developers on the Villages of Patterson Project. Topics discussed included how our city can more effectively cooperate with developers on community infrastructure projects such as our future Soccer Facility to be located on the east side of Patterson.
Healthcare
5/11 – Great meeting with Del Puerto Health Care District CEO Karin Freese. Topics discussed included next steps to initiate our extended hours clinic coverage in Patterson, the future addition of imaging and ultrasound capabilities for the district, progress report on the proposed ambulance structure at their current location and a future collaboration with Patterson High School on a summer job program.
Infrastructure - Government
5/1 - Meeting with City Manager Ken Irwin - City Manager Irwin and I met to discuss the construction of tennis, pickle ball and tennis courts either in the Sports Park area or the area of the Hammon Senior Center.
5/5 - Joined United States Representative John Duarte, Sheriff Jeff Dirkse, CA Assembly Member Juan Alanis and Mayor Javier Lopez of Ceres at the Duarte Ranch Friends Day. I am extremely honored to be able to work with these community leaders for the betterment of the citizens of Patterson!
5/7 – Councilmember Alves followed up on the Heritage Grant with city staff. Staff are waiting on the outcome of the grant application.
5/8 – Department of Public Works restoration of Tilton Park with specialized heavy-duty paint intended for play structures graffiti abatement. This is just the beginning of a project to restore our parks and make them an inviting and safe place for our families to enjoy by removing graffiti and repairing damaged play structures. This is part of an overall commitment to clean up our city by removing all signs of blight from our community. 
5/8 – Councilmember Alves attended the Project Sentinel meeting where housing solutions were discussed.
5/8 – Mayor Pro Tem Roque attended the Economic Development Action Committee meeting. Topics discussed included funding sources and employment offered by major regional corporate partners. Also discussed were college graduate statistics from regional institutions. 
5/9 – Had a great discussion with Justin Danner, a contracted service provider who provides technical support in broadcasting our City Council Meetings. We considered draft proposals on ways to provide easier access to City Council and other meeting utilizing You Tube and other platforms.
5/10 – Department of Public Works initiated a test of the painting process for our light poles in the downtown area. The light poles in the downtown area have been neglected for decades, with many poles having faded green paint and signs of oxidation that severely impact the overall look of the downtown. Current plans are to complete the lights around the plaza area by the end of May in time for Fiesta. Crews will then slowly complete all light poles from El Circulo inward.
5/10 - The Stan County Mayor’s Meeting was held on Wednesday, May 10th in Oakdale. Mayor Cheryl Barrios was the host. I was unable to participate as I was attending the FFA Awards Banquet and new officer installation at PHS.
5/11 – Department of Public Works is continuing work on power washing fencing and sidewalks using a technique to quickly remove graffiti so more areas can be covered more efficiently.
